Hard hats to current BS EN 1384, PAS 015 or ASTM F1163 must be worn & correctly secured whilst mounted.
It is recommended that back protectors are worn whilst mounted.
All stallions must be kept under control at all times & not handled by anyone under 14 years. All stallions must have red/white/blue ribbon in tail.
Lorries must not be mucked out onto car park. Please place muck, hay etc into area provided.
No Horses or haynets to be tied up to lorry / trailer.

No bicycles or motorcycles, except disabled scooters, anywhere on site.
All dogs must be kept on leads.
No ball games permitted at any time.

Qualification; will be on class percentage, with all tests at 58% & over gaining

Qualification at that level, in preliminary rounds. In the event of a partnership

Ceasing the qualification ceases.

Once a competitor has qualified they will be issued with a congratulatory letter

telling them they have qualified. The competitor will then have the choice to either

take up the qualification or not. Should the competitor decide to accept the

Qualification for the second rounds, he / she will send the congratulatory letter

(Within 14 days) together with a cheque for the appropriate fee, made payable to

the centre of qualification & with TWO stamped addressed envelopes. One will be

used to return a qualification card; the other will be used to send details of the

second rounds. The qualification can be used at any Second Round at the level

stated.

Eligibility; Horses that are currently registered with BD or have been within the

preceding 12 months with any BD points will not be allowed to compete at

Preliminary level, Novice level with more than 60 BD points or Elementary with

more than 100 points. Should a horse be downgraded by BD the points awarded

will be accepted by Trailblazers.

Seniors; Riding horses/ponies must have attained their 17th birthday on the first

day of the National Championship Show.

Juniors; Riding horses/ponies up to 16 years of age and not to have attained their

17th birthday on the first day of the National Championship Show
